 O h, how I love fall. The 
colors of the leaves, the 

crispness of the morning air, 
the cool evenings; they all 
speak to my soul in very  
powerful ways. There is some-
thing about fall that always 
seems to “take me back.” I  
remember the joy of trick-or-
treating with my friends 
(especially to the Ramsey 
house, where they always 
served homemade donuts and 

warm cider). I remember high school football games and the 
annual Halloween parade. I remember raking leaves into a  
huge pile and jumping into it, only to have to rake it all up 
again before we burned it (another smell I remember). I  
remember the football games my friends and I would play on 
the school lot; each of us doing our best to emulate our favorite 
quarterback, receiver, or defensive player. It was a great time.  

Maybe this is why Thanksgiving takes place in the fall; it is 
a time for remembering. I have such warm memories of 
Thanksgiving. We’d start each Thanksgiving Day by watching 
the Macy’s Parade (which I had the chance to march in during 
my junior year in high school) while mom filled the house with 
the wonderful aroma of turkey and stuffing and apple pies. 
Then came the meal, or should I say “THE MEAL.” When I 
think of Thanksgiving I can’t help but remember the huge 
meals my mom would serve, and how we’d all eat way too 
much, until we could barely move. The tradition in our house 
was for the “men folk” to go for a post-meal walk while the 
“women folk” cleaned up (nice how that worked, huh?) and 
then we’d all settle down to watch some football.

And it was at that table that I really 
began to understand how grateful I 
was for all of the little things that 
made my life special and that I often 
took for granted. 

Fall has arrived, and once again I 
find myself drinking deeply of the 
sights and sounds and smells of the 
season.  Once again I find myself 
thinking about all the reasons I have  
to be thankful. God has so richly 
blessed me. I have a wife who loves 
me and has loved me for the past 36 
years. I have two fantastic daughters 
who married God-fearing, God-loving 
men, and have given me five wonder-
ful grandchildren. I enjoy my health. 
And I am here. 

Yes, you are one of those reasons  
I have to be thankful. I thank God  
everyday for bringing me to HUMC, 
and I thank God for not only what we 
have already done together, but for the 
journey we will take together. Who 
knows what the future holds for us? I 
certainly don’t. But I do know that I 
am looking forward to the journey; to 
the chance to work and play and pray 
with you and you with me. And I look 
forward to Thanksgivings in the future 
when stories of our time together  
will be mixed in with all of the other

     The Springfield Rescue Mission is a strong Christian -based  
     organization focusing on feeding, sheltering and clothing, men  
     living on the streets or traveling from town to town. The Springfield 
     Rescue  Mission is located at 19 Bliss Street and operates an  
     emergency shelter at 148 Taylor Street in Springfield,  
     Massachusetts.  
        The ministry began in 1892 and continues to reach out to the  
 least and the lost-----meeting spiritual needs through the  presenta-
 tion of the Gospel, relying on the public to support their  work. They 
are NOT federally funded. The Rescue Mission offers a service called Operation SONshine. It is an out-
reach feeding program taken to the inner city community distributing meals, food boxes, clothing, blan-
kets, rain ponchos and toiletries. Four days a week volunteers prepare lunch, which is served at the Bliss 
Street location, and an additional 100+ meals which are distributed through four other locations within 
the City . These volunteers encourage those they come into contact with, meeting them where they are at, 
through prayer and Christian love. . They might encounter a homeless man, a young mother, or a group 
of children, always remembering that whoever they might be they are a Blessing. Each year they serve  
a Thanksgiving breakfast and banquet that provides a place where the hungry and homeless can be part  
of a family holiday gathering. The Springfield Rescue Mission will serve thousands of meals this holiday 
season.  
         Please help support them through your November communion donation. As always, donations 
marked for communion, throughout the month, will be forwarded to the Springfield Rescue Mission.
